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Dear Mission Families and Friends,

Awareness of interpersonal dynamics and healthy choices in our students necessitates a living partnership between
parents and adult educators. In such a relationship, we can best minimize the obstacles to student success and
maximize their opportunities to grow. Here at MCP, we love doing really high-end activity with your sons and
daughters because they are characteristically amenable. Our students here at MCP really excel — based on
competency test scores like the AP and other performance indicators, the top 75% of our student body is among
the highest-performing 1/3 of students throughout the state of California. But we still have to work together to
enable the best choices among our students in order to continue these high-end opportunities!

As in any relationship, the parent-school partnership here at MCP is sometimes tested by the behavior of our young
people. Adolescents make decisions that can cause head-scratching among parents and other supportive adults.
“How can my child make a decision that is so opposite what our family values?” At MCP, we are not immune to
these types of declarations among our families. Our kids certainly make many awesome decisions and form excellent
memories throughout their high school years, but sometimes we learn of students’ decisions that do not foster their
fullest becoming, or ones that fail to facilitate an environment where learning can best flourish.

I've included a web-link that merely scratches the surface of a complicated social phenomenon — that of teenage
drinking and drug usage. Take a look in order to frame your thinking and provide a context for the discussion in
your own home (http://www.hazelden.org/web/public/prev50905.page). If you desire to work with the school
more formally to support your student, please feel free to call.

Talk to your sons and daughters about making good choices and about getting involved at school. Adolescents are
often weakest when it comes to recognizing that choices have consequences. They can become blind to anything
beyond the here and now, the immediacy of their friends and social acceptance. Share with your child what your
world-view is, how your spiritual perspective influences decision-making in your life. Give them real examples —
positives and negatives. Help them to understand the relevance of ethical boundaries and the cultivation of virtue
in their lives. Encourage them to spend time doing the things they love and value as an essential ingredient for their
success.

MCP creates a culture of care and accountability in partnership with families to form women and men of scholarship,
inspiration, and leadership in service to deeper life with God and deeper life with one another. Together, we can work to
minimize the obstacles to these young peoples’ success.

Over the last few months, our administrative team has been investigating the possibility of MCP joining the Los Padres
League and the Southern Section. Ve consulted all our Varsity Coaches and we held a meeting of about 25 selected Mission
Prep stakeholders to discuss the pros and the cons of this change.

This is not a decision to enter into lightly. All involved in this process recognized the complexity of this decision. Even
though all did not agree, we do feel that there was consensus — all voices and perspectives were heard and honored. The
possibility of joining this league is not a ‘magic bullet’ — it does not solve every problem or resolve all our challenges. The
major issues discussed were travel, playoffs, local school rivalries, student recognition, safety, media publicity, and the ability
or inability of individual sports to compete at the Los Padres League level.

On Oct 14th, with the permission of Principal J. D. Childs, | attended a Los Padres league meeting and asked that MCP
be allowed to join the Los Padres League in all sports that we offer except Football. We asked that Football be allowed to
be independent for the next 3 years and join the Los Padres League on the fourth year. We suggested that we slowly start
playing LPL schools in Football. Next year we would play 2 LPL schools, the following year 3 schools, the following year
4 schools, and on the fourth year become full members of the LPL in Football. Our Football team has only been playing
11-man for 4 years and we were concerned for the safety of our players playing 7 games against schools of triple or more
enrollment weekly throughout the season. We have plans to grow our school in enrollment and to continue to improve our
football program over the next few years in order to more fully meet the challenges of this league move, if so granted.

Wk feel that entering the LPL is in-line and even celebrates our school’s mission, enabling us to better form women and men
of scholarship, inspiration and leadership by challenging our student-athletes to play against the best possible competition.

The decision is now up to principals of the schools who comprise the Los Padres League. We'll let you know when we hear
more.

Our hands-on college application kick off began on Wednesday, October 14, 2009. At the Senior College Application Workshop each
student arrived focused and dedicated to the process; how blessed are we! Application accounts were created and students officially started
to enter data. | presented the initial introduction and overview of the college process reviewing resources and protocol. Students worked
on their private school applications worked diligently in the new MAC Lab with me. English Department Chair, Joannie Hamm, added
her expertise in facilitating the UC process and Science Department Chair, Peggy Randall guided students through the CSU process with
skill and proficiency.

Through out the college process, we empower each senior to take personal responsibility for his or her college applications, letters of
recommendation request forms, as well as their senior profile and resume on Family Connection. MCP offers support to each student
throughout the college process in distinct ways. First, students gather in small group settings in the college counseling office to explore
college options and polish their resumes. Second, individual college meetings are offered to each senior to evaluate test scores, finalize
college lists, review and edit their resume, and assess the number of application systems being used throughout their personal college
application process.

Thirdly, the application process is discussed, supported, and in part, facilitated in the English and Religion classrooms by the college
counselor: resources are provided while questions and concerns are addressed. Specific follow-up information may be found in the
“College Information” folder located on Edline in the Student Services folder. Finally, the college counselor supports students after school
in the computer lab with assistance and review of college applications several days per week from 3:00-4:00 p.m.

As educators, we guide students through numerous opportunities to grow in the areas of scholarship and leadership. It is often through
formation, relationship, and commitment that each life comes into greater focus. And, now our seniors are creating amazing application
packages where they truly shine! e are blessed to be a part of a community of support: staff, faculty, students, and parents. It's a team
effort!
